	Criteria for Eligible      Applicants: 
	The following eligibility criteria will apply to all applicants for this RFP. Please make sure that your organization(s) meet these criteria as stated below: 

1. General Eligibility Statement: 

· Any public or private community-based organization or institution located in the District of Columbia is eligible to apply. Non-profit and for-profit institutions are eligible, but for-profit organizations may NOT include profit in the grant application. 

2. Organizational Structure and Status

· No fiscal agents or individuals will be accepted. Applicants are defined as organizations and must meet the criteria below.

· Non-profit organizations, grassroots organizations, faith-based organizations, and neighborhood-based organizations are eligible to apply. Organizations that are not grassroots, community-based organizations must demonstrate neighborhood rootedness, commitment, and investment to the target neighborhoods where your organization has a history of service delivery or community connections.

· An organization described in Section 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 501(c)(4) that engages in lobbying activities is not eligible to apply, or serve as a host site, or act in any type of supervisory role in the program. Organizations that have both a 501(c)(3) and a 501(c)(4) tax status may only apply under their 501(c)(3) arm.

· Organizations must be incorporated/registered to operate in the District of Columbia.

· Organizations must have a physical location where they provide services in the neighborhood for which they are applying. This location must be within the District of Columbia, and the applicant must establish a history of providing services in that location.

· All organizations must submit a variety of other documents including staff resumes and credentials, Certificate to Occupy, previous year financial documents, Clean Hands Form from the Department of Consumer & Regulatory Affairs and be in good financial standing with the District of Columbia Office of Tax and Revenue and the Internal Revenue Service.  Organizations should have experience serving at-risk and/or court-involved youth. Individuals are not eligible to apply.  


Please review this additional information:

For collaborative applications, one organization must act as the Credible Messenger provider. That organization must meet all criteria listed above, accept fiduciary, reporting, and programming oversight responsibility for the application and award, and provide programming. Organizations may submit an application for more than one Ward/neighborhood. In this case, a complete and separate application package must be submitted for each area in which they are applying for funding.

All prospective applicants must submit a Notice of Intent to Apply (NOIA) via email to Charles Evans at CMRFPquestions@plcntu.org by Friday, May 26, 2017 at 5:00 PM (EST). Please type “Credible Messenger Initiative RFP-NOIA” in the subject line of the email.  Submittal of a NOIA does not commit an agency to apply. However, failure to submit a NOIA will disqualify an applicant. Prospective applicants are also encourages to attend one of the Application Technical Assistance sessions, which are listed in the Notice of Funding Availability and the RFP, available at http://dyrs.dc.gov/page/doing-business-dyrs.
All organizations should note that Credible Messenger grant awards and related funds are NOT meant to serve as an organization’s sole source of funding. Please also note that this initiative is a reimbursement payment model.
